Step inside to the quirky and colourful open plan living space with a fully
equipped kitchen and dining area, bathed in light thanks to the floor to ceiling
windows looking out to the terrace. A highlight is the large outdoor kitchen,
complete with oven and gas barbecue, as well as the outdoor dining tables
where you can savour the local produce with wonderful views of the
surrounding landscapes. The sparkling pool offers perfect respite on warm
summer days, with plenty of loungers and outdoor seating options, ideal for
enjoying a glass of regional wine post-swim. There is even a weather-
protected terrace for those (rare) rainy days. Upstairs, you can find a
generously sized landing featuring a sitting area, leading on to the four double
bedrooms.

Villa Caravelle is located a 10-minute walk from the heart of the local village,
home to weekly markets and a selection of amenities. For day trips, visit the
medieval city of Carcassonne, with its stunning castle vibrant cultural scene,
and Narbonne, renowned for its Roman architecture and bustling markets.
Wine enthusiasts will delight in the nearby Minervois vineyards, while the
Canal du Midi offers picturesque boat rides and scenic cycling paths. Plus, the
beautiful sandy beaches of the Mediterranean Sea can be reached in less
than an hour.

Villa Caravelle is a wonderful gateway to discover the sun-baked Minervois
region and its rich array of attractions. Located in a small Occitan village,
you're ideally positioned to explore the historic and vibrant area that spans
Hérault and Aude, known for its ancient Cathar villages and sprawling
vineyards under expansive, open skies.

Just a 15-minute drive from the property, the lively village of Olonzac, the
capital of Minervois, offers one of the best weekly markets in the region every
Tuesday. This bustling village provides everything you might need, from cafés
and restaurants to grocery stores and wineries, ensuring a delightful
experience year-round.

The Canal du Midi, a UNESCO World Heritage Site, flows through the nearby
village of Homps, just a 10-minute drive away, or a 20-minute cycle. Enjoy
serene strolls along the canal's shaded banks or embark on a relaxing boat
trip. The canal, a remarkable feat of 17th century engineering, links the
Mediterranean and the Atlantic, and showcases historical ingenuity.

Explore Minerve, one of Les Plus Beaux Villages de France, where the
adventurous can venture into its natural underground river tunnel. Nearby, Lac
de Jouarres, just 10 minutes away, offers stunning scenery, boating and
windsurfing, with lifeguards, sun-loungers, and a seasonal snack bar to
enhance the lakeside experience.

For beach lovers, Narbonne Plage, with its fine sand and water sports, and
Valras Plage, featuring a children's adventure park and bustling summer
markets, are ideal for days out, reachable within an hour's drive.

Additionally, the historic cities of Montpellier, Carcassonne, Nimes, and
Toulouse are culturally rich, each boasting their own unique attractions.
Guests can visit the Montagne Noire mountain range to follow its scenic trails
and discover its diverse wildlife. With the Spanish border just an hour and a
half away, your possibilities are virtually endless!
